A reproductive or sexual anatomy that
does not closely resemble typical male
or female reproductive or sexual
anatomy, which may be related to
genitalia, secondary sex characteristics,
and/or chromosomal make-up

. An individual who is attracted to and

may form sexual and romantic
relationships with men, women, and
people who identify outside the gender
binary

. Someone who does not experience

sexual desire for people of any gender.
Some people desire romantic
relationships, while others do not. This
can be considered a spectrum, with
some people experiencing desire for
varying types of intimacy that can vary
over time.
